More than 55% of the male prisoners and 65% of the
female prisoners are parents of minor children.
Leaders in Action for Uplifting People want to engaged
in discussion with legislators how they can help
individuals release from incarceration, there faasil
and children avoid the pit of poverty.

As Georgia Citizens, we want to be safe in our
committees, yet the cost to incarcerate a prisamer i
Georgia exceeds $25,000 per year. The US
Department of Justice estimate that on average the
criminal justice costs is $100,000 (the costs of pursuit,
arrest, arraignment, detainment, trial and incarceration).
Our hard earned tax dollars can be put to better us
We leaders in Action for Uplifting People are
committed to seeing that a comprehensive plan
addressing prison & prisoners re-entry is
implemented for the benefit of tax paying citizens &
our communities.
